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2 Overview of Kvaser Dispatcher 

This guide will help you to get started using the Dispatcher in your  
Kvaser Memorator setup tool. 

The Kvaser Dispatcher is a system to distribute Kvaser Memorator/Kvaser Memorator 
Professional configuration files and to collect the log files from the test site. For now in this 
document we will simply use the name Kvaser Memorator for both Kvaser Memorator and 
Kvaser Memorator Professional. 

There are 4 main steps in the Kvaser Dispatcher workflow: 

Step 1. Creator – Creates a .kvcp package that should be sent to the test site.  

Step 2. Downloader  – Downloads the configuration and sets up the Kvaser Memorator for 
logging with the information from the .kvcp file.  

Step 3. Extractor – Extracts the log files from the Kvaser Memorator and puts them in a .kvlp 
package.  

Step 4. Viewer – Views and extracts the log files from the .kclp file.  

 

With the Kvaser Dispatcher workflow it is possible to have one expert that creates the log 
configurations for the Kvaser Memorator and then distributes them to the test sites were no 
knowledge of the configuration is needed. The expert handles step 1 and step 4 and the test 
site handles step 2 and step 3.  
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3 Step 1: Creator - Creating a Configuration Packag e 

This step will create a Kvaser Configuration Package (.kvcp) file that will contain a firmware 
for the Kvaser Memorator, all necessary drivers as well as the Kvaser Memorator 
configuration. All the test site will have to do to be able to run this package and configure their 
Kvaser Memorator is a computer with administrator rights and a Kvaser Memorator.  

The Kvaser Dispatcher Creator is started from within the Kvaser Memorator setup tool-> 
Tools menu. Before opening Kvaser Dispatcher the configuration have to be saved. Kvaser 
Dispatcher will start a wizard that will go through the creation of the Kvaser Configuration 
Package.  

 

First Dialog: 

Group Id: This is an Id that will remain static for every package built, i.e. useful to specify a 
specific group or section. Unchecking the Read only checkbox can change it.  

Id: This is the package serial number. It will be increased with every created package. This is 
unique for every package.  

Package Info: This is the place where some arbitrary information can be entered. The 
behaviour of the package info part can be changed by editing the file creator.ini that comes 
with the installation of Kvaser Memorator setup tool. You can find it where you installed the 
setup tool which by default is C:\Program Files\Kvaser\KvaConfigV2. 

 

Second Dialog:  

Files: Here is the firmware and driver that the test site should be using specified. 

Firmware: Should be a .zip archive downloaded from the Kvaser Web with a suitable firmware 
for the Kvaser Memorator.  

Driver: Should be an .exe file downloaded from the Kvaser Web with a suitable driver.  

User extraction action: Here you must decide what action to take when the person on the test 
site has extracted the log files after a logging session. Choose between: 

Keep log files and configuration. 

Delete log files and configuration. 

Delete log files. 

Package usage: Here you can choose between creating a single use package or a multiple 
use package that can be used more than once: 

· Multiple use package. 

· Single use package. 
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Third Dialog: 

Displays some information of the contents of the package file that will be created.  

Click next to save the Package.  

 

Fourth Dialog: 

The Package is now successfully created and ready to be sent to the test site.  
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4 Step 2: Downloader – Set up the Kvaser Memorator for 
Logging 

This step will update the Kvaser drivers and the firmware in the Kvaser Memorator (if 
necessary) and download the Kvaser Memorator configuration.  

 

First Dialog: 

Displays the package information added to the Kvaser Configuration Package (.kvcp) file.  

 

Second Dialog: 

Press next to start the download.  

 

Third Dialog: 

Depending on the state of the system either the Kvaser drivers, the Kvaser Memorator 
firmware or none of these will be updated.  

The Memorator will be configured with the configuration from the Kvaser Configuration 
Package (.kvcp) file.  
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5 Step 3: Extractor – Extract the log files from th e Kvaser 
Memorator 

This step will extract the log files from the Kvaser Memorator and save them in a package.  

Start “Kvaser Dispatcher – Extractor” from the start menu.  

 

First Dialog:  

By pressing next Kvaser Dispatcher will connect to the Kvaser Memorator and look to se how 
many log files there are on the disk.  

 

Second Dialog:  

This dialog is only shown if there are no log files on the Kvaser Memorator. It says: “Warning 
no log files”. This suggests that the logging has failed and no log files have been created.  

 

Third Dialog:  

Information about the log files found on the Kvaser Memorator can be found here. It is also 
possible to add some comments to the package here as well. The behaviour of the package 
info part can be changed by editing the file extractor.ini that comes with the installation of 
Kvaser Memorator setup tool. You can find it where you installed the setup tool which by 
default is C:\Program Files\Kvaser\KvaConfigV2. You must send this file to the test site to 
replace the one that by default comes with Kvaser Dispatcher installation. Click “next” and 
save the package.  
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6 Step 4: Viewer – View and extract the log files f rom the 
package 

This step explains how to extract the log files from the Kvaser Log Package (.kvlp). The log 
files will be saved as .kme25 files. These files can easily be converted to other file formats by 
using Kvaser Memorator Setup tool. 

 

First Dialog: 

Displays some information on who created the package etc and the information entered by 
the test site.  

If you need to determine what Kvaser Configuration Package that was used for this logging 
session check the “Verify with original package“ and choose a .kvcp file. 

Second Dialog (only shown if verify was selected): 

The result of the verification is shown here.  

 

Third Dialog: 

Enter the directory where the log files should be created. The log files that will be created will 
be shown in a list.  

 

Fourth dialog: 

Information about the created log files.
